Payment: Tuition payment is due 

by the first day of the 1 or 2 

week sessions. The tuition for 

the 4 and 8 week sessions can be 

paid bi -weekly or monthly.  

Afternoon care: You may ar-

range for an additional hour of 

childcare at the end of the day 

for an additional fee of $7.50 

per day.  Additional care must 

be requested the week prior to 

the session.  If the child is not 

picked up by 6:00pm you will be 

assessed a late fee of $7.50 for 

each additional 15 minute block 

of time.

8:00am-5:00pm (an extra hour is available at the end of the day for an additional fee)  

Grades 1-9 (students will be grouped by grade as of September 2010)  

Student chooses 2 courses  

Class Schedules: You can choose 1,2,4, or 8 week programs.  
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Little Mozarts: This class is designed for 

the younger student (grades 1 -3) with no key-

board or music reading experience. It starts 

with the very basics of introducing the student 

to the range of sounds on a piano, note reading, 

finger position, and very basic introduction to 

music theory. Parents are encouraged to attend 

with their budding musician.  

Beginning Insturment: This class is for 

the student in grade 4 or higher with little of no 

music experience. The fundamentals of  the 

chosen instrument will be introduced including 

note reading, theory, rhythm finger positions 

and solo playing. There is no prerequisite train-

ing for this class.  

Instrument I: This course develops strong 

musical skills through playing the chosen instru-

ment, rhythm ensembles, theory and harmony, 

ear training, and music reading. The goal is to 

transition students out of method books and get 

them playing òreal musicó as the basis of their 

lessons. This course defines the studentõs apti-

tude as Late Beginner to Intermediate according 

to the intructorõs assessment.  Some music 

background is necessary for students enrolling 

in this program.  

Instrument II: This course is for the 

advanced instrumental student and focuses on 

technique, ensemble work, theory & composition, 

and training to accompany solists and choral 

groups.  Students must demonstrate advanced 

training  on their chosen instrument, music the-

ory, and ear training.  

Songwriting: This course is designed for the 

more advanced musician and provides instruction 

in music theory and composition, as well as writ-

ing lyrics. Students will write original pieces 

they will teach to their classmates to be per-

formed at the end of the session.

Thea t re  c l a s s e s  a r e  d e s i g n e d  t o  t e a c h  s t u d e n t s  t h e  b a s i c s  o f  a c t i n g ,  

t e c h n i q u e s  o f  l i g h t i n g ,  s o u n d ,  s t a g e ,  s e t  d e s i g n ,  c o s t u m i n g ,  &  m a k e u p   

Basic Movement: Introduction class 

for ages 5 -7. Movement teaches children 

how to use personal space, simple charac-

ter development, stage direction, and 

cooperation. The class  size is limited to 

10 children  

Basic Theatre: This class is de-

signed for ages 9 -11 and focuses on stage 

presence, character development, basic 

theatre concepts, stage direction, set-

ting and costumes. Students will present 

a short play at the end of the session.  

Theatre I: Theatre I is  designed for 

middle school students with some stage 

experience and high school students. The 

focus is on stage presence, set design, 

costuming, make-up, and stage manage-

ment.  Students will learn the basics of 

each area of the theatre.  

Theatre II is designed for high school 

students with experience and focuses on  

all aspects of theatre.  The class is facili-

tated by an experienced teacher assisting 

the students in all the roles of theatre 

production. Students can choose their 

focus  in  acting, set design, lighting, 

sound, costuming & make up, or stage man-

agement. 

Voice: This 

vocal program is 

designed to em-

power the student 

to sing with confi-

dence alone and 

with others. Stu-

dents will experience growth and change as they 

embrace the opportunity to reach beyond your 

former abilities to open new worlds in music and 

singing. In this class students will establish a 

vocabulary for discussing aesthetics in singing, 

enhance  musicianship skills, build confidence in 

performance,  and nurture an artistic environ-

ment through reading and listening to music. The 

class sessions will cover how the voice works and 

how to use the body best when singing, singing in 

a small group and alone to learn through demon-

stration, and to have fun, listen to/watch re-

cordings of professional singers, discover 

strategies for learning a song and performing it 

effectively.  No prerequisite training is required.  
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Dance for Musical  

Theatre:  

These classes provide students the 

opportunity to explore acting exer-

cises, movement for musical theater 

and singing. Age appropriate mate-

rial is used for each class. Students 

learn songs and dances from current 

and classic musicals. Prior dance 

experience/training is required.  

 

Choreography: This is for the ex-

perienced and advanced dance stu-

dent interested in learning how to 

choreograph and teach dance for 

performance.   
 

Dance to the Music: This is an intro-

duction to the rhythm and movements 

of dancing for students in grades 1 -3. 

The course focuses on learning basic 

moving to a beat and different kinds 

of music. No experience is necessary.  

Dance Combo: These classes formed 

specifically for the inexperienced 

dancer. Students will learn the basic 

ballet technique and vocabulary, basic 

tap terminology and technique and 

basic jazz technique in a nurturing 

environment. Creative movement 

games and activities will be used for 

tools for cre ativity and learning in a fun 

way.

Photography: This course is an ex-

ploration of the fundamental princi-

ples, techniques and application of 

camera-based image making. Stu-

dents will explore the techniques 

and applications of acquiring, ma-

nipulating and outputting digitized 

photographic images utilizing Adobe 

Photoshop. 

 

Interactive Media I: Design and 

Development is the first -year in-

teractive media course where stu-

dents will create and learn using 

elements of text, graphics, anima-

tion, sound, video, and digital imag-

ing to create interactive computer 

applications to be delivered on CD -

ROM, Internet or other media. 

These skills will prepare students 

for entry - level multimedia positions 

and will provide fundamental inter-

active media understandings and 

skills beneficial for other occupa-

tional/educational endeavors.  

Paining & Drawing: This class 

teaches students realistic drawing 

and painting. Curriculum is varied to 

include teaching still - life, the fig-

ure, landscape, portraiture, car-

tooning, animation, clay sculpture 

and more. This high quality fine art 

program offers art instruction that 

goes far beyond cut and paste, and 

arts & crafts. It teaches a student 

how to "see" in a new way and of-

fers basic understanding of how to 

draw and paint.  

 

Realistic drawing and painting skills 

help strengthen confidence, which 

in turn lessens frustration. Drawing 

and painting instruction helps stu-

dents avoid continual dissatisfac-

tion with their artistic abilities, so 

that they will not eventually give up 

pursuing art as a viable interest. 

Drawing and painting are learned 

subjects, just like any other.

Study 

Jamminõ: This intergenerational pro-

gram is designed to blend experienced 

musicians with budding talent. Participants 

will gather on Friday evenings to make 

music. This is a time when musicians can 

bring original works to a session and hear 

them played, receive con-

structive criticism, and sim-

ply jam.  This is for high 

school students and older 

with music background.
